At our December 2011 meeting 328 quilts, dozens of 
pillowcases, bibs, burp cloths, and knitted baby caps were given to 16 charities in 
Ventura county.  This was in addition to the hundreds of quilts and items already 
donated at our June meeting.  Thatôs an impressive final tally for 2011! 
 Representatives of the charities shared heartfelt stories of how the quilts 
touched the lives of people trying hard to rebuild a better life for themselves and 
their families.  During challenging times, the recipients expressed joy, gratitude 
and the feeling of being loved from compassionate quilters they had never met.  
Ralph Waldo Emerson tells us ñTo laugh often and much, to win the respect of 
intelligent people and the affection of children, to earn the appreciation of honest 
critics and endure the betrayal of false friends, to appreciate beauty, to find the 
best in others, to the leave the world a bit better, whether by a healthy child, a 
garden patché to know even one life has breathed easier because you have 
lived.  This is to have succeeded!ò 
 My belief is this organization is definitely successful by the statistics, the 
final tally, the reactions of other people, and by the words of Emerson.    I am 
humbled and thank you  for your contributions. 
 This year will be exciting with guest speakers and workshops; the Quilt 
Show May 5 & 6, the June and December quilt giveaways, opportunities to serve 
on the board or committees, and growth in membership, technology, friendships, 
and quilting.  I look forward to sharing an amazing 2012 with you!

36ò.    There is no minimum measurement. 

Ğ Have approximately 2ò deep sleeve for dowel hanging 

Ğ Have the Entry Form filled and safety pinned to the back side of entry.
